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Equestrian Australia can advise that Helmet Standard EN1384 will remain effective until 31 December 2016. In
addition, a new standard VG1 has been added to the General Regulations effective immediately. As of 1
January 2017 helmets with the EN1384 standard will not be permitted under EA’s General Regulations.

As per the EA General Regulations, Equestrian Australia highly recommends the use of helmets that conform
to Australian Standard AS/NZS 3838, as this standard provides for more stringent testing and further periodic
retesting.

TEA Levy

What are TEA Levies that appear on our entry forms? What do they cover?

Tas Eventing Association (TEA) who are the governing body of eventing in Tas, charge the three Clubs (NTEC,

STEA & NWEA) a levy per rider. The money collected through the levies becomes available to the clubs in the
form of grants (e.g. building jumps, improvements on course etc). It also is used towards the payment of the
EA Insurance public liability.
