Conditions of Entry 
The event will be run under EA/FEI rules.  The Organising 
Committee (OC) reserves the right to change or amend 
the program at their discretion.  All owners and 
competitors will be personally responsible for damages 
to any parties caused by themselves, their employees, 
their agents or their horses.  Please ensure the safety of 
your children whilst in proximity of horses. 
Conduct of the Organising Committee 
The Chief Steward, Ground Jury, Officials, Jumping 
Tasmania Inc and Equestrian Australia (EA) are 
responsible for ensuring Horse Welfare guidelines are 
observed.  Additionally the above mentioned groups are 
responsoble for ensuring that EA and Jumping Tasmania 
Inc Codes of Conduct are adhered to at all times. 
Starts per horse 
Horses may only start in a maximum of two classes per 
day. 
All riders and owners must be current financial members 
of EA with no exception for Ring 1.  All horses must hold 
current EA registration and performance licence for Ring 
1. 
Ring 2 riders must be either member of ET or Jumping 
Tasmania Inc. horse  not required to be registered. 
 

EA age rules 
(a) CHILDREN – Riders until end of year turn 14 yrs. 
(b) JUNIOR – Riders are considered Juniors until the 

end of calendar year they turn 18. 
(c) YOUNG RIDER – Riders are considered Young Rider 

from the beginning of the calendar year in which 
they turn 16 until the end of the calendar year in 
which they turn 21. 

(d) OPEN HEIGHT CLASSES – Riders may take part in 
open competitions 1.20m and above from the 
beginning of the calendar year in which they reach 
the age of 12, unless the program stipulates 
different. 

 
Dress Code 
Riders in all competition rings must be in correct dress 
unless otherwise instructed by the judge.  It is compulsory 
for athletes to wear properly fastened safety approved 
helmet at all times whilst mounted.  The only exception 
to this is senior athletes(Ring 1 only) may remove their 
helmet at the presentation in the competition arena only, 
at their own risk. 
Presentations 
Presentations will be mounted and riders must wear 
correct attire. 



Stallions 
The Organising Committee follows the EA Stallion Code of 
Conduct 
Medical and Veterinary 
St Johns Ambulance will be on site.   
Vet phone numbers will be available for this service    
Dogs 
Dogs must be kept on a leash and under effective control 
at all times.  Dogs are not permitted in warm up or 
competition areas. 
Scratchings/Refunds of Entries 
All scratchings prior to close of entries will be refunded in full 
less a $20 administration fee. Once the entries have closed, no 
refund will be given unless veterinary or medical certificate is 
provided within seven days of the event.  If a veterinary or 
medical certificate is supplied within the given timeframe 50% 
of entry fee will be refunded. Scratchings must be emailed to 
event secretary.
