f) Skinny / arrow heads

In cross country, skinnies and arrow head type of fences are being used more often and not
just singularly. As the levels increase you can see them being used in combinations of 2 or 3
of them in a row in both straight and curved lines. Arrow heads are narrow obstacles
designed to test the accuracy from the rider and also the honesty of the horse to stay on the
line and jump the skinny fence, not unlike the apex. It’s essential the rider connects the horse
between their aids and maintains this with a strong contact leading to the skinny

Teaching a horse to lock onto a narrow obstacle is crucial in the current day of eventing. A
good way to begin is to use a barrel on its side with a rail off each end to help the horse look
at the middle of the barrel as the point to jump. Once a horse becomes familiar with the
concept then you can move to narrow fences on cross country. It can be useful to use poles
off the side of the fences when schooling, if your horse 1s new to the narrow fence concept,
also flags on the fences can help to direct the horse to the middle. It is important to be
accurate to a skinny by placing the horse close to the base of the jump to make the question
very clear.

When these fences are used in related lines, especially as the second element, this puts more
pressure on the rider being able to produce the appropriate size canter and balance at the first
element in order to have balance and control to the skinny.

Common failing for skinny fences is where the rider doesn’t balance the horse prior to the
fence, this impacts the ability to rid the desired distance, a distance away from the base
makes the fence a much bigger question and easier for the horse to run out to the side. This is
a habit we do not want the horse to become familiar with, as it’s a very hard one to break if
ever (figure g).
